Roll will be taken at JR Marketing/The Gun Shop at 9:00am, if you need to make any purchases please arrive
no earlier than 8:30 am. Doors will NOT be opened until 8:30am. All registration and payments must be
handled before the day of class unless prior arrangements have been made. Please be on time and don’t forget
to check in.

If you plan on using your guns please bring with you one (1) double action revolver and one (1) semi-
automatic pistol. *NOTE: firearms with any modifications or scopes will not be allowed. Bring
approximately 150 rounds of factory ammunition for your firearms. No reloaded ammunition.

If you do not own both types of firearms (revolver & semi-auto), you may use our Range Guns; you will need
to purchase 150 rounds of ammunition from us the day of class; please arrive early to do so.

Bring hearing and eye protection and a cap/hat with a bill for the range session. Dress casually and
comfortable in appropriate clothing. No open toe shoes or sandals are allowed.

ABSOLUTELY NO FIREARMS OR AMMUNITION WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE
CLASSROOM. DO NOT BRING CHILDREN, GUESTS OR ANIMALS WITH YOU.

There will be several breaks during the classroom sessions. Lunch will be provided along with bottled water
and sodas. Full restroom facilities are adjacent to the classroom. Unless otherwise announced the classroom
and restrooms are handicapped accessible. All classroom materials and targets will be provided. Please set all
cell phones and pagers to “silent” or “vibrate” during the class session.

Safety rules will be enforced AT ALL TIMES. You are expected to know and follow the enclosed “Range
Rules” Any breach of the range rules may result in your dismissal from the class with no refund.

****Refund Policy****
The course fee is not refundable if the course is not attended or is not completed successfully due to inability
to pass.
